Guidelines for Altering the Commons for Access to the Airstrip by Aircraft

It is the intent that each pilot adjacent to the airstrip will be granted access from their lot to the runway across common property in the vicinity of their lot. The following guidelines are implemented to assure utility and safety of the airstrip, and to protect the common properties and the interests of the POA.

Prior to any changes to the common property around the airstrip a completed ”Application for the Use or Alteration of Sugar Springs Commons Property” must be submitted to the Administration Office for approval. The General Manager will seek appropriate consultation, as needed, with the Airstrip Committee, the A&E Committee, or others to assure that all requirements of the POA are met. No work may commence before written approval is given by the General Manager. 
Airstrip Committee Guidelines:

· No changes may be made to the airstrip.

· Only minimal changes will be allowed to the commons to provide access to the airstrip.

· Access will be shared with other property owners.

· Changes will be approved to provide the most benefit to the maximum number of property owners, not necessarily to provide maximum individual benefit. 

· Maximum culvert length is 30 feet, unless a waiver is given for special circumstances.

· Culverts will be placed considering other pilot’s needs.

· You cannot install a culvert that is smaller that what is upstream from your lot

· Trucks and equipment must access the area via the member’s lot, not across POA commons.

· Vehicles and equipment are not allowed on the airstrip.

· Any necessary culverts will be of a size suitable to maintain drainage.

· Disturbed areas will be reseeded.

· All work will be at the property owner’s expense with the understanding that the commons and all improvements belong to the Sugar Springs Property Owners Association.

· Approved changes may not be removed or altered without another application and approval.

· Changes made without approval, or different than approved, may be corrected or removed by the POA at the expense of the property owner.
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
