Paul Purdy moved and Don Cornwall seconded the motion to approve the Agenda and the minutes of the September 2, 2006 meeting; motion carried.

General Manager’s Report – Paul Daugherty did not attend.
Application Review Committee Report

Wayne Underwood reported that the committee has not received any requests for culverts.
1. Unfinished Business

· In Dick Sager’s absence, Judi read the last report from the Michigan Department of Transportation dated June 11, 2006.  It appears that none of the issues they requested of us have been completed.  We will check with Dick when he returns to Michigan – no report from Dick Sager
· Update on safety cones that will be provided, free of charge from the State –  – no report from Dick Sager
· Update on how much parking space the Michigan Aeronautic Commission (MAC) requires. Will we need the commons between lots 374 and 375? –  no report from Dick Sager
· Update on the yearly brush hog of the airstrip. As a public use airstrip we need to have 50 feet from each side of the center of the airstrip cleared. We will discuss this again at the June meeting when Dick is here because what the state requires and what the pilots are comfortable with may not be the same footage.
· Update on a roller for the airstrip. By common consent the committee is asking Dick Sager to see if we can get parts or a roller from the State of Michigan

· Roland MacDonald reported via email: When he approached AirNav.com about a Sugar Springs link for 0MI1 on their web site, one of the things he had to provide was the name and phone numbers of the organization he was representing. Roland gave them the General Manager’s (GM) information.  Apparently, when the GM was contacted for verification, the POA office took over the task.  In checking today, the Sugar Springs Airstrip link is active on the OMI1 page.  Roland has not approached the local businesses yet, but plans to accomplish this task this summer when he returns to Sugar Springs.
· Contact the MAC to get assistance from airport planners at no charge to create a master plan for the airstrip to include airstrip access points, drainage requirements and taxiways - no report from Dick.
· We did not receive any calls about the article in the Sugar Scoop asking if members were interested in renting a hanger on the airstrip.

2. New Business

· Status Michigan Aeronautic Commission (MAC) provided and required signage for public use airstrip: Parking for cars and planes. The committee is requesting Dick to contact the State of Michigan to get an answer on this.
· We cannot do anything to promote the Airstrip until we have parking space for planes and automobiles.
· Paul Purdy moved and Don Cornwall seconded the motion that the airstrip be listed as no snow removal rather than closed during the winter.  Motion Carried.  If it is a nice day and there is no snow on the strip, pilots will be able to use it.  With it listed as closed, no one can use it from November through April.
· We will continue discussing the Craft Show that is being held on July 7 at the June 23rd meeting. It was suggested that we have a sign asking if anyone is interested in renting a hanger on the airstrip. It was also suggested that Camping and the Airstrip have a booth separate from Marketing so we can use our own banners and signs.
· Judi reminded us that the Chairperson needs to send the Airstrip Committee Annual Report to the Debbie Mahaffy with a copy to Judi, by June 7th so it can be included in the June 16 board packets. Committee chairs will then present them at the June 16 Annual Membership meeting.
· Don Cornwall asked each member so email him any pictures they have of the airstrip or of Sugar Springs from the air, so he can forward them to the person who is creating our new web site. Judi agreed to email Don the link for our existing airstrip page.
· Judi held the election for chairperson.  After some discussion, we agreed that Dick Sager has a lot of work with his position of Airport Manager, so we would elect another someone else as Chairperson to work with and assist Dick. Paul Purdy moved and Roger Allen seconded the motion for Don Cornwall to be the Chairperson of the Airstrip Committee; motion carried.  Roger then resumed running the meeting.  Don Cornwall moved and Wayne Underwood seconded the motion for Judi Purdy to be the Secretary; motion carried.
3. Adjournment
Paul Purdy moved and Jim O’Dea seconded the motion that the meeting be adjourned; motion carried.
