Judi Purdy called the meeting to order at 9 a.m.
Rebecca Duggan moved and Paul Purdy seconded the motion to approve the Agenda and the minutes of the May 23, 2009 meeting; motion carried.

General Manager’s Report

· In Bob’s absence, Judi Purdy reminded everyone of the Sunset Fiesta tonight.
Airport Manager’s Report 
· Dick Sager is working with Jim Jones preparing the commons for the fly-in. Jim said the large area we intended to park aircraft needs more work than can be completed before the fly-in. We need to bring in top soil compact and seed it.  If we do this now, it would not be ready for the fly-in.  Jim will work on this in the fall when he has more time and staff to work on it. In the spring it can be compacted to level it even more.
· Bulletin Board – rather than putting a small roof over the existing sign/bulletin board which would be too short to stand under, Jim Jones will build a new larger bulletin board toward the existing parking area sign. Jim’s staff will work on it this winter.

· Culverts - Dick reported that Jim will move the culvert behind Russell’s (chalet type house) since it is coming out of the ground. With work, we could eventually have a usable area for a taxiway all the way to Purdy’s property.
· Topsoil – Dick would like to get a truckload of topsoil as soon as possible to start filling in some low spots.

Airstrip Bulletin Board 

· Information for the bulletin board – is updated with current information.
Candy Drop
· Rebecca asked where the candy drop will be and the time of the drop. Don Cornwell said he suggested to Bob Neeb that we use the Berkshire beach club because it has a large area that can be roped off so children do not get hit by the candy. Rebecca is trying to find someone to do the drop. We should get a permit from the FAA to fly low over the area.
New Business
Fly-in August 9
· Advertising - since we do not have as much space for parking aircraft as we originally planned, we decided not to do any further advertising.  

· Parking - after the meeting, we walked the airstrip and Jim O’Dea suggested that we could move the thresh hold to shorten the runway some which could provide additional aircraft parking.  Dick Sager said we should be able to park about 25 planes using the commons and parking area of the property owners on the airstrip. Roland McDonald volunteered to move his plane to the Gladwin airport so more aircraft could park on his lot and commons in front of it.  
· Porta-John – we decided Dick Sager’s travel trailer can accommodate this need.

· Judi Purdy, Beryl O’Dea and Leslie Sager volunteered to shuttle pilots to the Hearth and back. They will use the walkie talkies owned by the POA. They can give a phone number to the pilots to call when they are ready to leave the Hearth.

· All workers for the fly-in must attend the walk-through on August 8 at 1 p.m. at the travel trailer behind Dick Sager’s home and also be at the trailer by 7 a.m. on August 9. If it rains on August 8th we will meet at the Activities building at 1 p.m. 

· Pilots who have volunteered to help with fly-in are: Dan Valle, Roland McDonald, Rebecca Duggan (chairing the event), Buster Robbins, Jim O’Dea, Dick Sager and Dave Wood. Wayne Underwood and said he would help if he is in town.  Since Mike Krause did not attend this meeting, Judi will contact him to see if he still intends to help.

Individual Responsibilities:

All Pilots
· Bring your hand-held radios
Dick Sager:

· Provide a travel trailer, table and few chairs near the end of airstrip. 

· Provide a list of properties of sale and have them available at the trailer 

· Provide a sheet for pilots to sign in at the trailer. Paul Purdy will man this area during the fly-in.

· Begin mowing only the areas around the airstrip where aircraft can park

Rebecca Duggan:

· Waste cans and a 5-gallon can for fuel collection

· Re-Max balloon – contact them to see when they need workers to assist with the balloon. . Bill Dixon agreed to help with the balloon

· Determine if we need a temporary FCC license for the day for the base station

Roland McDonald:

· Provide two C02 bottles for emergencies

· Provide a trailer equipped with generator and air conditioning and base station radios. He will monitor frequencies 1228 and 1229 and instruct pilots to use 1229.

· Ask if we can get some remote control planes to have on display during the fly-in
Judi Purdy:

· Golf carts –work with Bob Neeb to obtain two golf carts for directing pilots to aircraft parking areas and a truckster for the CO2 bottles 
· Have two 22’x28’ signs made for golf carts that say “Follow Me”

· Parking for public – work with Bob Neeb about seeing if we can turn Highlanders Way into a one way street to accommodate those who want to visit the airstrip. We will need a permit from the county.

· Emergency vehicle – work with Bob Neeb to see if we can get Butman Township to provide an emergency vehicle at the airstrip from 7:30 – 11:30 a.m.

· Walkie-talkies – borrow them from the POA for the airstrip to Hearth shuttle drivers.
